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The Northeast Conference, in an effort to promote a spirit of community service and charitable efforts amongst its member institutions, would like to announce the formation of the NEC Institutional Service Award. This award is designed to recognize the institution who demonstrates the highest dedication to making an impact in their community through the efforts of their student-athletes, coaches and administrators.
NEC Institutional Service Award Ground Rules and Regulations
· Timeframe: The contest will run continuously from the start of the 2011-12 AY through April 30th, 2012 (Points will be awarded retroactively for all qualifying charitable work performed before the creation of award).
· Point system:
1. Institutions will receive 1 point for each hour worked by each volunteer (i.e. 5 volunteers working 2 hours each = 10 points).
2. Additional points will be awarded for events where a larger number of volunteers participate. 10 additional points will be awarded for every 10 volunteers who participate (i.e. 30 participants = 30 bonus points, 54 participants = 50 bonus points).
 
3.   Additional points will be awarded for maintaining a consistent and ongoing 
 
 
       charitable relationship. For each time an institution returns and volunteers with a 

       charitable organization that they have previously worked with, the institution will 

       receive an additional 10 points.


4.    Additional bonus points may be awarded to those who participate in a significant 

       undertaking which generates a major charitable donation (i.e. food drives, toy 
 
       drives). In the corresponding column, provide a brief description of the event. 

       Bonuses (ranging from 50-500 points) will be awarded by the NEC Staff.

· In order to receive points for service, institutions must submit a score sheet with all names of volunteers, the name of the charity the work was preformed for, number of hours worked, and all bonus points earned. In the case of an event with a large number of participants, feel free to attach rosters as opposed to listing every name, or a group name with a corresponding number (e.g., Field Hockey = 30 participants). Institutions are encouraged to provide pictures and/or video documenting the charitable event.

· All submissions should be collected by the institutions SAAC Advisor and sent at the end of each month to Kevin Sanchez  (ksanchez@northeastconference.org)
· Whichever institution earns the most points on April 30th, 2012 will be named the winner.
